Parents Role:

Parents play an important role in the development of a successful athlete.  We value the contributions that parents make both in volunteering to help as well as being positive role models for the players.  Since a primary objective of our program is to develop the character of young men within the program, it is essential that parents are positive role models.  Parents should speak and act in a positive and appropriate way throughout the season including games, practices and tournaments.  

The Thunderbird Select Basketball program will NOT allow coaches, players, opponents or officials to be berated or criticized by parents or players.  Coaches must be treated with respect.  Any questions or concerns regarding the operation of the program should be addressed according to the following guidelines:

1. Parents should call the coach and speak over the phone or arrange a time to meet with the coach to discuss concerns.  It is not appropriate to approach the coach immediately before or after a game or practice for this type of discussion.

2. Players may arrange a time with coaches outside of practice time to address player concerns.

3. OPTIONAL:  If the procedures outlined above do not resolve the concerns, a written complaint may be submitted to the board of directors for review. 
4. If the procedure outlined does not resolve the concerns, the family reserves the right to withdraw the player from the program.

Player and Parent Expectations:

Each player is a representative of the Shorewood Select Basketball program.  As such, a player may be suspended or required to withdraw from the program if he exhibits behavior inconsistent with the expected standards, including:

1. Consistently exhibits poor sportsmanship

2. Consistently displays negative behavior and attitude.

Parents are asked to be positive and supportive of Thunderbird Select coaches, players and opponents.  This includes following the guidelines in the “Parent’s Role” section explained above, as well as the Parents’ Code of Ethics.  Players should also read and understand the expectations and Player’s Code of Ethics.  Please sign and return.

I will obey the coaches and the rules of the game.

I will try my best to pay attention and learn from the coaches.

PARENTS’ CODE OF ETHICS

I understand that if I do, my child may be removed from the game and/or disqualified from further participation.  A coach’s complaint of a parent’s behavior shall be heard by the Board, and any disciplinary action will be determined by the Board.  

I will refrain from criticizing the referees or coaches from the sidelines, and never voice any complaints or concerns towards coaches or referees in front of the players.  If I need to communicate with the referees after games, I will do so only to thank them for their work, realizing that without them there would be no games.  I will work with coaches to teach kids that the bad calls and good calls even out – in sports as in life.  Similarly, I will help the kids see that, in sports as in life, they will sometimes play well and lose, or play poorly and win.  I realize the only sensible goals are to have fun and improve their skills.  I will encourage the kids to participate in sports for the enjoyment of the game.

COACHES’ CODE OF ETHICS
